Article 2, para. 2.1, Integrated Text of the Electricity Market Rules 
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1.  Foreword 
 

Art. 2.1 t) of the Integrated Text of the Electricity Market Rules defines working days as the 

days from Monday to Friday, except for the days that the State recognises as holidays for all 

civil purposes,  as well as those possibly specified in the Technical Rules.
